Presentation of an Issue: comparative language analysis
Introduction
You introduce the issue and outline the various positions that have been taken in the media. Don’t introduce the articles, but do this at the beginning of each body paragraph
Body
Take each article / voice in turn and discuss the ways in which they use language to persuade. Follow your usual three steps of identifying the language, analysing the intention behind the language and the probable effect on readers / listeners. 
When you begin your analysis of the second and third articles, make sure to link your analyses to the previous article by writing something like ‘Taking a very different stance on the issue ...’ or ‘The writer of .... focuses on a different aspect of this issue’ or ‘Similarly, ... focuses on ...’.

If you can, find other points of comparison, for example how they use the same technique in different ways. Also look for points of contrast and mention these.

Conclusion
Sum up the overall impact of the different points of view. You can compare / contrast their likely effect on the audience and the ways they have achieved this effect.
